Traditionally each dormitory has self-governing body that set rules for leading smooth commune
life in dormitories. Make sure to follow the rules and cooperate with each other.

Some of the meetings of the body should be attended by all residents. Please note that it may cause
disadvantages if you miss these meetings.

The most important point is that dormitories are different from apartment, and all residents are
responsible for improving living and studying environments.
% Especially in Jikei-ryo and Doho-ryo, self-governing bodies follow old traditional policies. Some
of the residents drink and make noise in the dormitory which may be recognized as traditional
among only some of the students, but the university office is now trying to stop these problems such
as these.
